At 8:07 p.m., Emily Snyder called the meeting to order in the Seven Springs Resort in Champion, Pennsylvania. Sergeant-at-Arms Wen Tan welcomed all guests including: Alumni, Judges, Sponsors, Vendors, and Parents. Secretary Travis Smith announced the minutes were available for review on the PA-TSA website, and they were accepted as posted. Treasurer Andrew Babetski read the Treasurer’s Repot which was accepted as read and placed on file subject for audit. Vice President Geoff Quinque then read the committee report pertaining to membership. Next, Brad Shulenberger delivered a guest speech on “What it Means to be a TSA Member.”

Awards were then presented, including the Dr. Tom Winters Award and the scholarship awards.

Sergeant-at-Arms Wen Tan then introduced National Reporter Rob Kasorowich who provided a National TSA update.

There was no unfinished business.

Under new business, Parliamentarian Mike Rittenhouse moved to adopt the first bylaw amendment proposed by the TSA board of directors, which read:


The Pennsylvania Technology Student Association shall be under the guidance of PA-TSA Inc., National TSA Inc., and the Pennsylvania Department of Education.
Mr. Treasurer seconded the motion. 

Reporter Chloe Alpert then moved to limit debate on the motion to 5 minutes per side. Mr. Sergeant-at-Arms seconded the motion, and it passed with 2/3 in the affirmative.

The original amendment passed with 2/3 affirmative.

Next, member Matthew Gardner from Cedar Crest High School moved to adopt the proposed bylaw amendment, which read:


Part I – Whereas the current by-laws do not state any restrictions upon a limit to the number of students from one (1) school that may run for a State Office, and whereas limiting the number of students that can run from one (1) school would limit the amount of students from one (1) school that could be on the State Officer team, and whereas limiting the number of potential State Officers from one (1) school will give a better representation of the entire state, let it be resolved that no more than two (2) students from one (1) school may run for State Office. This resolution would be added to the by-laws under Article IV, Section 11.


Part II – Let it be amended to Article IV, Section Nine (9) that the words “The appointed ‘Qualified PA-TSA Member’ may not be from the same school that two (2) other State Officers also attend” be inserted as Article IV, Section 9.1.

The motion was properly seconded. Mr. Secretary then moved to limit debate to 10 minutes per side and one minute per person. Historian Jon Escobar seconded the motion, and it passed with 2/3 in the affirmative. The original amendment to the bylaws failed with less than 2/3 in the affirmative.

The final order of business was the announcement of the 2007-08 State Officer team. They were as follows:
